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Warm and Dry!

Round Table Reactivated
The Colorado City / Pueblo County Round Table had their first quarterly meeting in February. Colorado City Board members, Karim and Bob, along with City Manager, Jim, met with the Pueblo County Commissioners, Pueblo County Sheriff, Planning and Development, Pueblo County Health Dept., and Rye Fire Dept. to discuss more efficient methods to improve and maintain healthy land use in Pueblo County. The round table meetings promoted by Colorado City have also generated the interest of Rye Mayor Mary Rahl and representatives from Pueblo West. As our area continues to become attractive to people that want to escape the large cities it is important to promote, communicate and enforce regulations and covenants.
Pueblo County Agencies in Colorado City

Lunch presented by SRDA (Senior Resource Development Agency) on Tuesdays with a presentation afterward by a different Pueblo County agency each week (“Lunch and Learn”) receives a consistent audience. Tank Resurfacing Project
The water storage project is scheduled to start moving forward again as we find a way to compensate for the failed temporary bladder storage tank. A proposal to use two sterilized tanker trailers for the necessary temporary storage is being explored by the engineering company and our manager. Temporary storage at tank 1 is necessary to be able to distribute water to the other tanks. When the temporary storage need is accomplished the coating contractor will start resurfacing the inside of the tanks.
Water Leaks and Missing Water

Ayden and his crew are quickly and diligently attacking and repairing water leaks. Some of the water leaks that have finally surfaced and identified were quite large. That plus the continued efforts to make corrections on software issues and reporting have given us hope of narrowing the large difference between potable water produced and potable water metered at the user.

Hopefully you’ve noticed several greatly appreciated covenant violations that have been corrected. Thank you to the individuals that corrected their violations and thank you to the CCAAC for ongoing efforts to notify violators that corrections need to be made.
